About the building’s performance ratings

1 Double glazing

Double glazing is the term given to a system where two panes of glass are made up into a sealed unit. Replacing existing
single-glazed windows with double glazing will improve comfort in the home by reducing draughts and cold spots near windows.
Double-glazed windows may also reduce noise, improve security and combat problems with condensation. Building Regulations
apply to this work, so either use a contractor who is registered with a competent persons scheme’ or obtain advice from your local
authority building control department.

2 Band A condensing gas boiler

Changing the heating to use a mains gas boiler that provides both space and water heating will save money, as mains gas is
currently cheaper than the fuel being used at present. A condensing boiler is capable of much higher efficiencies than other types of
boiler, meaning it will burn less fuel to heat the property, but there may be exceptional circumstances making this impractical.
Condensing boilers need a drain for the condensate which limits their location; remember this when considering remodelling the
room containing the existing boiler even if the latter is to be retained for the time being (for example a kitchen makeover). This
improvement is most appropriate when the existing heating system needs repair or replacement. Building Regulations apply to this
work, so your local authority building control department should be informed, unless the installer is registered with a competent
persons scheme’, and can therefore self-certify the work for Building Regulation compliance. Ask a qualified heating engineer to
explain the options.

What can | do today?

Actions that will save money and reduce the impact of your home on the environment include:

¢ Ensure that you understand the dwelling and how its energy systems are intended to work so as to obtain
the maximum benefit in terms of reducing energy use and CO2 emissions.

¢ Check that your heating system thermostat is not set too high (in a home, 21°C in the living room is
suggested) and use the timer to ensure you only heat the building when necessary.

¢ Make sure your hot water is not too hot - a cylinder thermostat need not normally be higher than 60°C.

e Turn off lights when not needed and do not leave appliances on standby. Remember not to leave chargers
(e.g. for mobile phones) turned on when you are not using them.

¢ Close your curtains at night to reduce heat escaping through the windows.

¢ If you're not filling up the washing machine, tumble dryer or dishwasher, use the half-load or economy
programme.
